M A I N T E N A N C E  M E M O :  W I N D O W  Q U I LT S  

One of the reasons Sun Prairie can provide the heat and guarantee your electric usage not to 
average over a certain amount is that each window and patio door comes equipped with a  
fabric covering called a window quilt. As modest looking as they are, the replacement cost of 
just one quilt could exceed your security deposit, so it is important that you take care of the 
quilts. To avoid damage, keep the following in mind: 
 

• Always use the cord to raise and lower the quilt - do not pull the bottom of the quilt as it 
may damage or break the roller.                                  

• If the window quilt becomes stuck in the track, do not force it open or closed. Make a 
work order and a member of our staff will take care of it. Continuous use can cause 
damage.  

• Do not hang wet clothes or hangers on the valance. This could bend or discolor the val-
ance.   

• When lowering the quilt, make sure the window is completely closed. The air suction can 
cause the quilt to come off the track or become dirty or wet depending on the weather.

• 1 bottle of Cookies “Wings & Things” sauce

Jaime's Pretty Perfect Pickle Dip: 
 

• 1 tub of whipped Cream Cheese  
• 1 tbsp sour cream 
• 2 (2 oz.) packs of corned beef  
• 4 tbsp relish 
 
Cut the beef into little strips. Mix all ingredients 
together and serve with crackers. Adjust relish 
amount to taste.
