The health and safety of our residents is of utmost con-

cern, so after much consideration and in the aftermath of 

the recent fire, Sun Prairie has decided to transition itself 

to a smoke free complex. This decision reduces mainte-

nance, cleaning and redecorating costs caused from smok-

ing, as well as decreases the costs of fire insurance for 

buildings that are smoke free.  

 

Starting on February 9th, all new leases will include the 

Smoke-Free Addendum, which prohibits smoking every-

where on the property except for in the residents’ cars and 

in designated smoking areas. All residents who are cur-

rently in leases will be permitted to smoke until their lease 

is up, and residents who are month-to-month will be per-

mitted to smoke until June 30, 2011. For this reason, the 

complex will not be 100% smoke free until March 1st, 

2012. 

  

Residents violating this policy will be subject to a $100 

fee and the cost of any damages caused by the smoking. 

Remember, you are responsible for your guests actions, 

so remind them of this policy if you have guests who are 

smokers.  

 

Sun Prairie is also partnering with the American Lung 

Association and offering free smoking cessation classes 

for people who are interested in quitting smoking, and 

covering up to $100 of the costs for smoking cessation 

products. While the specific date has not been set yet, the 

American Lung Association is hoping to begin classes 

mid-March. If you are interested, contact us to sign up. 

More information will be posted on bulletin boards. 

 

Lastly, if you can continue to smoke because you were in 

a lease prior to February 9th, or are currently month-to-

month, stop by the rental office to pick up a metal can to 

dispose of your cigarette butts. DO NOT dispose of butts 

in plastic containers - that was how the fire started.

A  H I S T O R Y  O F  S T .  P A T T Y ' S  D A Y   

Get out your favorite green shirt because St Patrick’s Day is right around the corner. St. Patrick’s Day is traditionally 

an Irish holiday, and although it is not officially recognized as a holiday here in the United States, it might as well be! 

Over 33 million Americans have Irish ancestry, and many people who don’t have any Irish in them at all celebrate the 

day in some way or another. The day has become such a large partying event that it has overshadowed the original 

meaning of the day, which celebrates St. Patrick, the patron saint of Ireland. 

  

In the United States, the Irish Society of Boston organized what was not only the first Saint Patrick's Day Parade in the 

colonies but the first recorded Saint Patrick's Day Parade in the world on March 18, 1737 (the first parade in Ireland 

did not occur until 1931 in Dublin). One of the largest St. Patrick’s Day Parades is put on in Chicago, where the Chi-

cago River is dyed green specifically for the event. The whole idea of dying the river green actually happened by acci-

dent when plumbers were using dye to trace illegal substances that were polluting the river. The dying of the river has 

now been a tradition in Chicago for over 40 years. However you celebrate St. Patty’s Day this year, be sure to wear 

green or you are fair game for getting pinched!
